Round 1: A r of 6 ds, a very long p

repeat from *, joining 5 rings,
alternating with chains, to the long
center picot and last ch at base of
first r; do not break thread.

Round 2: A ch of 6 ds, p, 6 ds, join
to picot of first ch, 3 ds, a rather
long p, 3 ds, join to same p as
before, (6 ds, p, 6 ds, join at base

of next r, or where closed) twice,
and repeat brom beginning. Fasten
off securely at end of round.

Round 3: For this round use Size 20 thread; fasten in p of the last ch loop,
ch 2 ds, p, 4 ds, join to next p, 4 ds, * a small p, 6 ds, join to the large
p of small r, 6 ds, catch back in last p made, ( 1 ds, 1 long p) 4 times, 1
ds, repeat from *, make 1 more long p, 5 in all, for the second loop, then 1
ds, and again repeat from *, making the second loop same as first, with 4
long p, 1 ds between, 1 small p, 6 ds, join to same long p, 6 ds, join to
last p made, 4 ds, join to p of next ch, 4 ds, p, 2 ds, join to p of next
chain, and repeat the round, joining last chain to p where you started;
fasten off.

Round 4: Using Size 50 thread, fasten it in first of the 2 side p, make a ch
of 3 ds, p, 3 ds, join to next p, ch of 8 ds, join to first of the 4 long p
of first loop of corner scallop, (3ds, p, 3 ds, join to next long p) 3 times,
join to first of 5 long p, (3 ds, p, 3 ds, join to next) 4 times; bring the
last p of one loop and first p of next loop close together by drawing the
shuttle thread through both; work around third loop same as the first, ch 8
ds, join to next p, and repeat from beginning, joining last ch where first
started. Fasten off securely.

SQUARE MEDALLION IN TATTING

This medallion may be used in various ways, singly as an inset, joined corner
to corner or side to side for a border, or arranged to form chair sets or
larger all-lace pieces, the spaces between the medallions being filled in
lace-stitches, such as the Sorrento wheel — woven over threads crossing from

picot to picot. Choose thread suited to the use for which it is intended.-

This sample was made with Size 20 DMC Cebelia.

Round 1: A r of 1 ds, p, (2ds, p) 7 times, 1 ds, close, tie and cut threads.
(I used the split r to climb out of this first r, by starting with 2ds and
instead of making the eighth p, climb out at that point to the next round.
If this is the method you use, do not cut and tie your threads.)

Round 2: A r of 6 ds, join to first p of center ring, 6 ds, close; (if you
used the split ring to climb out of the first round, that will be the first r
instead of doing the above); a ch of 3 ds, p, (2 ds, p) twice, 3 ds; repeat,
joining a r to each p of center ring; and last ch at base of first r; fasten
off. This makes a simple and pretty little medallion for filling in spaces
of other purpose.

Round 3: A cloverleaf, as follows: R of 3 ds, p, 3 ds, join to middle p of a
ch in second round, 3 ds, p, 3 ds, close; a second r close to the first of 3
ds, join to last p of preceding r, (3 ds, p) twice, 3 ds, close; a third r
like second, all close together at the base; a ch of (3ds, p) 9 times, 3 ds;
a cloverleaf, as before, joining first r by middie p to middle p of last r of
first cloverleaf, second r in same way to second r of first cloveleaf, and
third r as before; a ch like preceding long chain; a third cloverleaf, join-
ing first r to preceding third r, as directed, second r to same p with second
r of second cloverleaf, making 3 rings joined in one place, and third r to
middle p of next ch of small medallion; a ch of 4 ds, p, (3 ds, p) twice, 4
ds. Repeat, joining last ch at base of first cloverleaf, and fasten off
securely.
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
